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Selection Criteria  

Scholarship applicants must meet the following criteria: 

Á Applicant must be a Norwegian citizen between 14-18 years old  at the time of application. 

Á Applicant must currently be attending high school (or home-schooled) at the time of application. 

Á Applicant must submit a completed application form with 2 letters of reference. 

Á Applicant must understand that this is an educational expedition , not a vacation. He/she must be 
committed to participate fully in all aspects of the education program.  

Á Applicant must demonstrate some or all of the following qualities: strong academics and/or passion for 
learning, interest in the environment; leadership qualities and/or potential to develop these qualities; a 
desire to make a difference, become a polar ambassador and an environmentally responsible citizen. 

Á Applicant must be committed to submitting daily journals which will be posted online (SOI & Royal 
Norwegian Embassy Websites) 

Á Applicant must have a valid passport, if application is accepted. 

 

Tips for Creating a Memorab le Application  

Á Read the questions thoroughly and make sure you answer all parts of the question. 

Á Make sure your answers are concise.  As a general guideline, your answer to each question should be 
no longer than 250 words. 

Á When seeking out reference letters, make sure you present your referee with the criteria on which we 
would like them to comment (see application for details).  Please do not include references from family 
members. 

Á SPELL-CHECK! Read and re-read your application to ensure that there are no spelling or grammatical 
errors. 

Á Try to be creative and highlight experiences/ideas/accomplishments that will help you stand out from 
the other applicants. 

Á It is best if you correspond with the SOI Office regarding your application, not your parents/guardians. 

Á Applications must be in our hands by 5:00pm EST on Friday, April 23rd. Submit your application before 
the day of the deadline! You should receive an email confirming our receipt of your application, but it is 
your responsibility to follow-up with our office to ensure your application has been received.  Our fax 
machine can be very busy on the day of the deadline.
